Students' horizons will be broadened by a study of world
history, allowing them to see the diverse histories around the

world of various kingdoms and empires

Students will see the roots of government in Britain, as well
as seeing the flaws in that system and the lack of stability in

medieval kindoms

The Middle East will be explored not as a
target of the Crusades but as a region
with deep trade links through the Silk

Roads that endured invasion. The roots of
English Parliament will be likewise

explored giving students an appreciation
of the roots of modern political systems

The Peasants' Revolt marks one of the first
periods of mass uprising in the history of
Europe. It's worthwhile to study it as it will
develop our students' understanding of the

causes and effects of revolt, resistance,
revolution and protest.

Tackling the Tudors from a comparative
point of view allows us to cover them

all, without dwelling too much on any of
them, allowing students to see these
monarchs as part of a wider tapestry
rather than a single monolitic figure.

By divorcing (no pun intended) the
Renaissance and Reformation from the
Tudors, it is possible to seat England's

developments in a wider European
scientific, artistic and religious context

The students will empathise with the
conditions in the trenches and the Home

Front as well as gaining an appreciation of
the sacrifices made by generations in the

past.

A critique of fairness and democracy in
the context of despotism and

revolutions will form he students' main
character building through this unit.

This unit enables students to put
themselves in the place of the great

tragedy of the 20th century, the
archetypyal genocide. By studying it

they will develop both their empathy and
their tolerance in addition to the

historical understanding of the topic
