External assessment examination-
independent work preparation

The paper will give learners a choice
of five themes, each with a choice of
written and/or visual starting points or
stimuli. From this paper, learners are

expected to choose one option for
which they will generate an

appropriate personal response of one
or more artefact(s)/product(s)/personal

outcome(s)
within a 10-hour supervised time

period. The paper will also give the
learner an opportunity to develop an

extended response.
Learners are given a preparatory

period during which they will research,
plan and develop ideas for their own

response to the option they have
chosen. Guidance is given to learners

about availability and choice of
materials, health and safety,
avoidance of plagiarism and

completion of work in accordance with
specification requirements and

procedures. However, learners are
required to reach their own

judgements and conclusions and must
work independently to produce their

own personal response.
